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The book of Proverbs reveals two major themes wisdom and folly. Wisdom is knowledge,
understanding, discretion, obedience, and I nst
reverence of God. Folly is everything that contradicts wisdom.

The Ol d Testament provides Goddos truth through
the wise men or sages gave the Word which was given by God and wise counsel.

Solomon is the sage that provided insight on the perplexities of life(Proverbs 1:1,6).

This | esson6s focus on chapter 9 concludes the
admonitions contained in Proverbs 1  -9. Here, the writer makes explicit something only

hinted at before: Lady Wisdom has an evil opponent in Lady Folly, and brings the two of

them to a side -by-side showdown. Both women host lavish banquets, but the outcomes

for the invitees are different.

This portrait of the two women, each eager to attract her guests, reaffirms the benefits

and gains to be won from paying attention to Wwj
vital importance of the choices that have to be made and the ultimate consequences

that they carry.

Drinking Wine

Wine was a common, relatively cheap, and everyday drink in

both the Classical Greek and Roman cultures. It was drunk on Its

own and with meals. The Greeks diluted their wine with water

(1 part wine to 3 parts water), although the Macedonians
scandalously drank theirs neat.

Thisdilution helped prevent excessive alcoholism, which was

(at | east by the elite) consi
cultures and which was widely parodied in Greek comedy plays.
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THE ANCIENT HISTORY OF WINE

Traditions soon changed, though, and in later years the Romans in particular were less restrained with thei
drinking practices. Excessive wine consumption actually became such a problem that Emperor Domitius
Ulpinus believed wine would destroy the empire, and so he ordered half of the vineyards in the empire be
destroyed and raised the price of wine to inaccessible levels.

So how did these wines taste? Tavarywiwtohul Rionkdd r th aReer lkcaurr ,r i tehd
salty and i nhumanely vinegary, one passage in the Bidbl e
and bear in mind this is referring to already diluted wine.

Still, there was some variety in the wines on offer. At a very basic level was Lora ( Vinum Operarium ), which

was usually served to slaves and lower classes. This was made from grape skin husks, seeds and any other

product left over from the pressing process, which is still used today to distil the liquor Grappa. Then there was

Vinum Dul ce, which did a good job of being an average O0tabl
made from grapes pressed in the heat of the day.

At the other end of the spectrum were a whole host of more specific and less stomach -churning offerings.
Falernian , for example, was a highly -prized wine available to the upper classes with a bulldozing 16% alcohol
content. Alban was the preferred wine among the ancient elite, considered perfect if kept for 15 years (the

earliest incarnation of ageing technology), while Setinum was considered the best of the best, favoured by
Augustus. Alas, miscultivation and development on its natural habitat meant the grape nearly became

extinct, and it fell from  favour .

Somewhat ironically, it was the Christian church that was responsible for the improvement in taste. Around

the sixth century priests, monks and nuns cultivated vineyards to make wine an everyday drink in places

where it hadnodot existed before, and i ncreased producti on
time before the world saw 100 -point perfection, though!



ANCIENT HISTORY OF WINE CONT.

Most historians would agree that the foundations for the |
important to note that the wines of old were markedly different from the kinds we enjoy today d in fact, they bore
almost no resemblance at all.

lInanci ent Rome and Greece, people didnot have a great deal
with only a few kinds of fruit juice, warm goatds mil k or
sweeten the otherwise foul -tasting water, they would, and so wine was used to purify and add flavour .

In fact, wine had to be cut with water. In such a warm climate grape juice would ferment all by itself unless it was
drunk straight after harvest, and without any decent preservation techniques it would quickly turn into a thick,
dark, syrupy and gloopy. Adding water was the only way to make it palatable.

Still despite their relative ignorance when it came to preservation, these civilisations were very well aware of the
dangers of over -indulgence. Babylonian King Hammurabi issued laws that restricted the consumption and sale of
alcohol, while Chi nk®isaviidpxecute drunks ko show government disapproval.

And thus these communities faced a dilemma: wine provided a safer and more sanitary drinking option than bog

water or curdling milk, but excess consumption was also not without its dangers. As such, it seems that the ancients

dealt with the issue by mixing wine and water to prevent i
water to one part wine, Pliny states a ratio of eight parts water to one part wine was the norm, and Athenaeus

writes in a play that three parts water to one part wine was customary. Regardless of the chemistry, drinking

undiluted wine was considered scandalous, and some Rabbis in Jewish society would refuse to bless wine that

hadnot been mi x.ed with water

In Depth
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Wisdom and foolishness are personified as rival young women who give out invitations for

banguests at their houses. Lady Wisdom builds a house. It is supported by the seven stone

pi Il lars. The number seven I n the Bible often r
house is also elegant and spacious.

Wi sdom has prepared a feast with o0sl aughtered
her table for the guests (v.2). The wine was mixed with water to decrease the likelihood of
drunkedness (and to make the wine last longer). After this, she sends out her maidens to

bid othe simpled refers to those who | ack judg
subject to seduction by the foolish woman. When we do not know right from wrong, we

can be easily fooled. So it is important to accept the invitation of wisdom to come to the

feast she prepares which leads to maturity, insight, and life. (vv. 5-6).

Wisdom had done her work, and now she cries out from the place in the city; it is the

peopl eds response that makes the party possi bl
understanding, She is looking for those who are hungry for wisdom ( those who know their

hunger and are humble enough to seek wisdom). She is calling out for them so she can

feed them. Her food and wine will give them wisdom. It is for their good that she invites

them - but again, this invitation benefits those who know their need and are willing to do

whatever it takes to meet it.
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Lady Wisdom vs Madam Folly

She is a worker She is given unto hospitality, She is building her home ( very particular)

She has 7 pillars ( pillars represent permanency, strength, and foundation. 7 represents completeness.
She took time to carve out the pillars with intricate details. She has servants.
Pillars create an open hall. Her house is large and spacious

She has prepared an extravagant meal /a banquet ( no one will walk away empty) There is food and wine. ( wine is
a symbol of abundance)

She is calling out to the simple and napve, those who don
A house is your home ( she wants others to come and feel welcome)

No matter what happened with people before coming to her house; it is possible for them to make a new and better
choice.

She emphasizes that there are two groups of people that she speaks about here, they are the Scoffers and the Wise.

There comes a time when you will have to receive constructive criticism and a time when you will have to give it.

However there is no time to waste on those who will not receive it. She knows the importance of time. She exhorts

not to waste it on those who will scoff and mock. You can not waste your time on those who do not want to be help.

They wi | | not receive correction, they dondot want to chan
truth, (Proverbs 27:6)

She is asking for her guest leave foolishness and live. The thing about foolishness is that it often looks attractive, it
looks like it is going to be a lot of fun. But it is not the way to go. Itis living as if God does not exist,

Lady Folly imitates Lady Wisdom. She is a home owner as well. She sits in her door way and invites the simple and
naive as well. She encourages the  passerbyers to come and experience things that are forbidden to them. Be
careful to discern the spirit of a thing, it looks tempting and fun in her house . She has been successful in deceiving
many people and we know because she has dead bodies inside her house. If you enter in you may not every come
out. She has stolen waters and bread ( her meal lacks substance). She is ignorant and loud. She loves all attention
to be on her. She entices. She does not work, she is a thief. She awaits her prey, she cause out to the men.

One thing is for sure: Everybody will accept one of these invitations

Wisdom reflects on the behavior of a scoffer versus the wise. A scoffer is very arrogant
and self -centered. They do not like for anyone to criticize them, so they only respond
with hate towards others (v.8). However, a wise person will appreciate the reprimand

given and love the giver. The wise enjoy instruction because they want to become
wiser and learn more (v.9)

wisdom begins when we choose to live our lives with an awareness that God sees

how we treat one another and the earth that He gave us to steward.

Wisdom happens when we realize that the way we deal with life, in general, reveals
whether we revere God or not. And, of course, reverence is worship that enables us to
hear wise sayings of the spirit. Submission to God is the first step toward a wise life.

There are references |
that o stolen waters are sweet o and that o0 breact

young men to her secret rendezvous. However, after momentary joys, she lets them realize
that there is no life where they are. The people who come to her banquet do not realize
enjoying her feast will lead to them to the place of the dead (v.18).

It is very important to stop and think about the consequences of sin before yielding to
temptation. We often make our decisions based on what looks great to us today, even
though it may lead us to destruction. That us what folly does: It wants to deceive us to do
what feels good today at the expense of what will be helpful in the future
